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I  Background
Shale gas is a clean, efficient gas energy. The success of shale gas development in the United States, not only promote the United States to achieve "energy independence", but also have tremendous impact on the world energy situation.

In China, important position already being attached to shale gas on national energy strategy. National Economic and Social Development "12th Five-Year" plan also clearly required "advancing the development and utilization of shale gas and other unconventional oil and gas resources.” By the end of 2011, the State Council approved shale gas as independent mineral of the 172 kinds of minerals. The Ministry of Land and Resources will make relevant investment policy as independent mineral to encourage all types of investors to enter the field of shale gas exploration and exploitation. In March of this year, the Ministry of Land and Resources issued The Assessment of Shale Gas Resource Potential And Favorable Areas: China has 134 trillion cubic meters of shale gas reserve, recoverable potential reaches to 25 trillion cubic meters. It is expected that domestic natural gas consumption will reach 380 billion cubic meters by 2020, of which conventional natural gas produce 200 billion cubic meters, while shale gas production reach 100 billion cubic meters, accounting for about 26% of the proportion of natural gas consumption.
